Borough Manager shall remain, a resident of the Borough.

The amendment to the above ordinance shall be amended as follows:

The Borough Manager sh&ll be chosen solely on the basis of his ex-
ecutive and administrative abilities, with special reference to any experience
in or his knowledge of accepted practices in respect to the duties of the office

as outlined herein. The Borough Manager need not be a resident of Indian Lakes
