The meeting was called to order at 3:15 P.M. by Barry Lichty, Mayor.

ORDER OF BUSINESS

1.
Swearing in of Newly Elected Officials – Mayor Lichty proceeded to swear in the officials:  John Walters and Alex Majesky.

2.
Nominations for President of Council – Mayor Lichty opened the floor for nominations for President.  Majesky nominated Andrew Horvath for president.  No other nominations were made.  Majesky moved that the nominations be closed.  Walters seconded the motion.  Mayor Lichty asked for votes for Andrew Horvath – 4 ayes.  Mayor Lichty instructed the Secretary to cast a ballot by the Council for Andrew Horvath for President of Borough Council FY-2004-2006.

Nominations for Vice President of Council – Mayor Lichty opened the floor for nominations for Vice President.  Majesky nominated Terry St. Clair for Vice President.  No other nominations were made.  Majesky moved that the nominations be closed.  Walters seconded the motion.  Mayor Lichty asked for votes for Terry St. Clair – 4 ayes.  Mayor Lichty instructed the Secretary to cast a ballot by the Council for Andrew Horvath for President of Borough Council FY-2004-2006.


At this time, Mayor Lichty turned the meeting over to President Horvath.

Appoint Borough Solicitor – Walters moved that the Council retain the law firm of Bell & Dickey as legal solicitor for the Borough.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Appoint Borough Secretary-Treasurer – Walters moved that Theresa Weyant be named Borough Secretary-Treasurer.  Majesky seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

6.
Name Depository Bank for Borough Accounts – Miscoe moved that First National Bank of Pennsylvania be named as the Depository Bank for Indian Lake Borough for all Borough Checking Accounts.  St. Clair seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

7.
Set Time and Dates of Regular Council Meetings – Miscoe moved that the Council meetings be held on the second and fourth Wednesday at 7:00 P.M.  Majesky seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Secretary was instructed to advertise the time and dates for the Borough Council Meetings.

8.
Set Time and Dates of all Committee Meetings – At this time, the only standing committee, which has a need to meet monthly, is the Finance Committee.  Members of the Finance Committee shall consist of Andrew Horvath, Robert Pyle, Michael Miscoe and Theresa Weyant.


Miscoe moved that the Finance Committee Meetings be held on the Monday before Council Meetings each  month at 6:30 P.M.  St. Clair seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

With no further business to discuss, Miscoe moved and Walters seconded to adjourn the meeting at 3:43 P.M.
