The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Barry L. Lichty.
ORDER OF BUSINESS

1.
Swearing in of Newly and Re-Elected Officials – Mayor Lichty proceeded to swear in the officials:  Terry S. Clair, Michael Miscoe, P. Scott Moore and Charles McCauley.

2.
Nominations for President of Council – Mayor Lichty opened the floor for nominations for President.  Walters nominated Terry St. Clair for President.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  No other nominations were made.  Dewar moved that the nominations be closed.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  Mayor Lichty asked for votes for St. Clair – 6 ayes.  Mayor Lichty instructed the Secretary to cast a ballot by the Council for Terry St. Clair for President of Borough Council FY-2006-2008.

Nominations for Vice President of Council – Mayor Lichty opened the floor for nominations for Vice President.  Walters nominated Michael Miscoe for Vice President.  St. Clair seconded the motion.  No other nominations were made.  Dewar moved that the nominations be closed.  Moore seconded the motion.  Mayor Lichty asked for votes for Miscoe – 6 ayes.  Mayor Lichty instructed the Secretary to cast a ballot by the Council for Michael Miscoe for Vice President of Borough Council FY-2006-2008.

At this time, Mayor Lichty turned the meeting over to President St. Clair.

Appoint Borough Solicitor – Miscoe moved that the Council retain the law firm of Bell & Dickey as legal solicitor for the Borough.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
5.
Appoint Borough Secretary-Treasurer – Walters moved that Theresa Weyant be named Borough Secretary-Treasurer.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
6.
Name Depository Bank for Borough Accounts – Walters moved that First National Bank of Pennsylvania be named as the Depository Bank for Indian Lake Borough for all Borough Checking Accounts.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
7.
Set Time and Dates of Regular Council Meetings – Miscoe moved that the Council meetings be held on the second and fourth Wednesday at 7:00 P.M.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Secretary was instructed to advertise the time and dates for the Borough Council Meetings.
8.
Set Time and Dates of all Committee Meetings – At this time, the only standing committee, which has a need to meet monthly, is the Finance Committee.  Members of the Finance Committee shall consist of John Walters, P. Scott Moore, Patty Dewar and Theresa Weyant.

Miscoe moved that the Finance Committee Meetings be held on the Monday before Council Meetings each month at 7:00 P.M.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Secretary was instructed to advertise the time and dates for the Finance Committee Meetings.

Set-up a Personnel Committee – Miscoe made a motion to appoint John Walters, Barry Lichty and Charles McCauley to the Personnel Committee.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
10.
Resignation of Alex Majesky from Borough Council – Secretary provided each Council member with a copy of the resignation letter from Alex Majesky from Borough Council, effective December 31, 2005.  Walters made a motion to accept the resignation from Alex Majesky from the Borough Council effective December 31, 2005.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
11.
Public Comment – None.


Walters made a motion to authorize the Borough Secretary to send Attorney Dickey all the information regarding the sewer tap agreement, which the Borough previously had with Lake Properties, Inc. (this would include the agreement, proposed ordinance and all correspondence) and request that Attorney Dickey review this material and to be prepared to make recommendations to Council at the January 11th meeting as to whether or not the Borough is obligated to offer this same agreement to St. Clair Construction since they have now purchased this property .  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

With no further business to discuss, Walters moved and Miscoe seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:02 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
