Vogel made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to file the appropriate citations with District Magistrate Cook under the Nuisance Ordinance.  Walters seconded the motion.  5 ayes and 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  Moore filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.

Donald Mateer-Dilapidated Boat Dock – Dean Snyder, Zoning Officer, informed Council that one (1) pole was removed and he removed the other three poles (3).  Council requested that Dean send a letter to Mr. Mateer and inform him that the dilapidated boat dock has been remediated however, his building material and debris in Pawnee Park still exists and this nuisance still needs to be remediated.
