1.  Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on December 10, 2008 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Dewar moved and Walters seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

2.  Financial Reports – Manager reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for December 31, 2008.  Manager would like to add the following additional outstanding bills to the List of Bills Report:  PA Borough Councils Association, 2009 membership dues, in the amount of $25.00; and U.S. Municipal Service, for the 2009 F-550 dump body and hoist, in the amount of $29,823.65.  Dewar made a motion to pay the bill from GAI Consultants, in the amount of $53,137.69 from the line of credit from PNC Bank.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Moore made a motion to reimburse the Borough for engineering costs, in the amount of $29,823.65, from the line of credit from PNC Bank.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  
Moore made a motion to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports, including the amendments to the List of Bills Report.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Water Works Income & Expense Report and the List of Bills for December 31, 2008.  Moore made a motion to approve the Water Work’s Financial Reports as presented.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Sewer Plant Financial Reports and the List of Bills for December 31, 2008.   Moore made a motion to approve the Sewer Plant Financial Reports as presented.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Summary of Account Balance Report for December 31, 2008.  Moore made a motion to approve the Summary of Account Balance Report for December 31, 2008.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

3.  Welcome Visitors - Donald Reed, Paul Cornez, Dennis Perigo, Ronald Petrina, Kenneth Helsel, Albert Diehl and Carl Chapman.
4.  Correspondence:  
A.     Barry Welsch, Peninsula 1591-Lake Lowering – Mr. Welsch is requesting that council approve making the lowering of the lake a permanent annual event and not just for the dam remediation project.  Lowering the lake allows residents to perform needed repairs and prevents the ice from moving and damaging dock posts.  Residents also don’t have to incur the expense and effort of removing and reinstalling boat lifts each winter.  Another big benefit is the elimination of the weeds which have become a real nuisance.  Moore made a motion to authorize Mayor Lichty to send a letter to Mr. Welsch explaining that the Borough has discussed this with the Department of Environmental Protection and the PA Fish and Boat Commission biologists and their recommendation is for a lake to be lowered on a cycle of 3 years in a row and off 2 years in order to prevent cloudy conditions which have developed in other lakes.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried. 
5.  Committee Reports:

A. Finance Report:

       
1.   Set 2009 Boat License Numbers – Moore made a motion to set the number of available Primary Powered and Non-Powered Boat Licenses at an unlimited number, available General Boat Licenses at 40, available Secondary Powered Boat Licenses at 289, and available Secondary Non-Powered Boat Licenses at an unlimited number.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Set 2009 Boat License Fees – Vogel made a motion to set the 2009 boat license fees as follows:  Primary Powered Boat Licenses at $50.00, Secondary Powered Boat Licenses at $150.00, Primary and Secondary Non-Powered Boat Licenses at $15.00, and General Boat Licenses at $600.00, a replacement boat license at $20.00, and a transfer boat license at $50.00.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Tax Collector Audit Proposal - McCauley made a motion to accept the audit proposal from Wessel & Company for the cost not to exceed $2,000.00 to do the 2008 tax collector audit.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

              1.       Adopt Resolution Amending Sewage Enforcement Officer’s Sewage Application Rates – Dewar made a motion to adopt a resolution approving the 2009 Sewage Enforcement Officer’s fee schedule for Jerry Mostoller as submitted.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
              2.       Pine Cove – Moore made a motion, if it should become necessary, to authorize Michael Miscoe to draft a letter to the Department of Environmental Protection stating that once public sewage is available in Indian Lake Borough, the SFTF-HT system would be decommissioned and Pine Cove would be required to tap into the Borough’s public sewage system.  Miscoe is to forward a copy of the draft letter to each council member for their review, comments and/or approval.  After the majority has approved the letter, it should be forwarded to the DEP.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

D. Zoning Report:

              1.       Adopt Resolution to Remain a Member of the Somerset County Municipal Co-op Association - McCauley made a motion to adopt a resolution that the Borough remain a member of the Somerset County Municipal Co-op Association for 2009 and to not have any membership assessment fees.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
              2.       Adopt Resolution Approving the By-Laws Change of the Somerset County Co-op Association – Moore made a motion to adopt a resolution approving the change in the by-laws of the Somerset County Municipal Co-op Article 111-Membership-Section 3-Quorum to state as follows:  A quorum shall consist of 25% of the voting membership in attendance at a meeting, rounding down to the nearest whole number.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
              3.       Preliminary List of Amendments to Zoning Ordinance No. 144 - Miscoe made a motion to form an ad-hoc Zoning Committee to proposed amendments to Zoning Ordinance No. 144.  Membership will consist of the following individuals:  Dean Snyder, Scott Moore, Ronald Petrina, Carl Chapman, and Michael Miscoe.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried. 

              4.        Proposed Ordinance to Comply with Act 95 Requirements for Existing Structures – Walters made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to prepare a draft of an Ordinance to comply with the Act 95 requirements as recommended by Labor and Industry.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

             5.         Dennis Perigo-Zoning Map Change Request – Vogel made a motion to approve the zoning map change request,  which was made by Dennis Perigo for his 10 acre parcel of property located on West Shore Trail, from Agricultural to R-1 Single Family Residential.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
