The hearing was called to order at 6:03 P.M. by Patricia Dewar, Council Vice President.
This hearing is being held to discuss the proposed amendment to Ordinance No. 117 and to answer any questions.

Attorney Rullo stated for the record that the proposed amendment to Ordinance No. 117 was considered and authorized at the February 11, 2009 regular Borough Council Meeting.

On February 24, 2009 Attorney Rullo received a letter from the Pennsylvania Department of Labor & Industry wherein the proposed Ordinance has been reviewed and they have determined that the changes equal or exceed the requirements of the UCC and that the Ordinance is in compliance with their regulations.


Attorney Rullo proceeded to read the entire Proposed Ordinance Amendment and the provision of Act 95 of 2005.


Moore questioned if a building was issued an occupancy permit, would the building still be considered an unclassified building?

Alan Baumgarder from Somerset County Building Inspections stated that no, this would only pertain to buildings that were not issued occupancy permits from Labor & Industry.  This act was passed to allow a third party agency to have the same authority in dealing with unclassified buildings as the Department of Labor & Industry.

James Lyons questioned how many buildings in the Borough would be affected by this amendment?


Attorney Rullo stated that he has not nor has Council requested anyone to verify how many buildings this would apply to.  This Ordinance would apply to any building in Indian Lake Borough that would be classified as an uncertified building.


McCauley made a motion to adjourn the hearing at 6:42 P.M.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
