              A.    Amendment to Sewage Maintenance Rate Schedule – Dewar made a motion to amend the sewage maintenance rate schedule for the Chalets and the Arrowhead Condominiums to a pro-rated charge to the users on a per system basis.  Each Chalet owner would be billed $5.00 per year and each Arrowhead Condominium owner would be billed $2.00 per year.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
